Berries: Oxnard strawberry volume is down due to cooler weather,
with Baja and Central Mexico gradually increasing. Blackberry and
raspberry supplies are improving from Mexico. Blueberries are in
better shape with increased production from Central Mexico and
Peru. Florida strawberries are improving in quality post-storm.

Row Crops: Lettuce and romaine are seeing improved head density,
but cold temperatures and frost will slow growth and cause some
quality issues. Broccoli, cauliflower, and cabbage remain light as we
approach the holidays. Processed items may show more discoloration
and breakdown.
