Melon shippers are currently facing increased demand while supplies are limited,
especially for Cantaloupe and Honeydews, which are at a "demand exceeds supply"
status. Offshore melon yields have decreased by 30-50% due to the impact of Tropical
Storm Sara, which hit the Central American melon-growing regions in mid-November.
Guatemala fields are struggling with a virus, further limiting yields.

Costa Rica and Honduras, which are expected
to begin production in early January, will also
face challenges like Guatemala due to the
storm's severe impact on those regions.

Honeydew production is facing difficulties due
to lower yields from Mexico. Due to increased
demand and limited supply, market rates are
expected to rise, with immediate relief
unlikely.

The melon shortage is primarily supply-driven,
with limited open market opportunities. Port
congestion has caused vessel delays, making
forecasts unreliable. PRO*ACT’s suppliers and
logistics providers are closely monitoring the
potential for a port strike, which could further
exacerbate the melon shortage.
